GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE  
DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE  

 

August 2, 2020 
18th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 

Itôs easier to see the physical hungers and thirsts. 
We try to respond to these as best we can. Much 
more needs to be done. With all that Godôs earth 
can provide, nobody ought to face sleep at night 
with a belly thatôs empty. Itôs sinful. Itôs unjust. 
But isnôt all hunger unjust? It doesnôt need to be, 
and it should not be. Just as no one ought to be 
physically hungry and thirsty, there is really no 
need to be emotionally or spiritually deficient  
either. If we have more privileges at our fingertips, 
it is easier to try to satisfy our emotional and  
spiritual hungers and thirst by acting on impulse  
or self-indulgence, carelessly following passions, 
or by seeking self-destructive ways to dull the  
ache of emptiness. 
 

Folks need to know where to look for nourishment 
and need the right friends to help them find it. We 
may not think that we have enough to respond to 
and to satisfy all of the needs, but we do. It doesnôt 
take much. Five loaves and two fish provided for a 
huge crowd. With God, all things are possible. Our 
faith provides the direction for where Godôs chil-
dren must go to find the nourishment they seek. It 
also tells us how to structure life so that justice and 
equity can be a reality for all. It also tells us how to 
respond to pain, sinfulness, and confusion. Come 
to the water and then help another get there.

II. CREATION - WORK OF THE HOLY TRINITY  
 

     "In the beginning God created the heavens and the 

earth":128 three things are affirmed in these first words  

of Scripture: the eternal God gave a beginning to all that 

exists outside of himself; he alone is Creator (the verb 

"create" - Hebrew bara - always has God for its subject). 

the totality of what exists (expressed by the formula "the 

heavens and the earth") depends on the One who gives it 

being. 
 

     "In the beginning was the Word. . . and the Word was 

God. . . all things were made through him, and without 

him was not anything made that was made."129 The New 

Testament reveals that God created everything by the  

eternal Word, his beloved Son. In him "all things were  

created, in heaven and on earth.. . all things were created 

through him and for him. He is before all things, and in 

him all things hold together."130 The Church's faith  

likewise confesses the creative action of the Holy Spirit, 

the "giver of life", "the Creator Spirit" (Veni, Creator  

Spiritus), the "source of every good".131
