ST. AGNES WEEKLY UPDATE 

 

Dear St. Agnes, 

Perhaps you have noticed the large display at the front of the church in honor of Our Lady of 
Guadalupe. We celebrated her feast day on Friday, Dec. 12th at the early hour of 6:00AM. 
Many parishioners and visitors from Mexico attended the celebration before going to work that 
morning. I think we had about 50 people come for the Mass and some light refreshments after-
wards. I was very impressed considering how early it was! 

Every time we have some kind of celebration that is focused on the Spanish-speaking members 
of our parish, it renews my desire to bring together the Spanish-speaking and English-speaking 
communities both in our parish and beyond. This is a desire that is slowly being realized 
thanks to the courage and generosity of many at St. Agnes, and I want to share a little about 
this with you in case you have not noticed it yet. 

When I arrived here a little under a year and a half ago, the English-speaking and Spanish-
speaking communities were not doing very much together. Almost everyone attended Mass 
and other activities in their respective languages. Today, we have more Spanish-speakers at-
tending 8:00AM Mass before they go to work on Sundays, we have more mutual involvement 
in parish activities, especially our parties, and some of our Spanish-speakers who have a decent 
grasp of the English language have even begun attending some of our adult formation activi-
ties. This is such a wonderful thing to see! 

Especially considering the difficulties that immigrants are facing in our country, it is now more 
important than ever for us to be together. We need to make it obvious by our words and actions 
that we love the Spanish-speaking members of our parish and, more importantly, that we want 
to see more and more of them attending Mass, taking part in our adult formation opportunities, 
enjoying our social events, and helping us shape the future of our parish by serving in leader-
ship roles. Going out of our way to say hello to the Spanish-speaking members of our commu-
nity, even if they do not have a good grasp of English yet, is what will help them recognize our 
love for them, and it will also motivate them to work harder at becoming a part of our commu-
nity. 

Please consider praying for an ever greater unity between the English and Spanish-speaking 
communities of our parish, and please also consider how you can use your words and actions 
to bring about an answer to this prayer. Introduce yourself to the Spanish-speakers who you see 
around, attend Spanish Mass from time to time, and maybe even invite them over for dinner or 
coffee to get to know them. I can promise you that all of us here at St. Agnes, and across our 
country, will greatly benefit from getting to know them!
