Not much is known about the life 
of St. Sebastian (256 – 287), ex-
cept that he was a Roman martyr 
whose name has been mentioned 
throughout history since early 
350. We see St. Sebastian many 
times in art, especially from  
iconic paintings from Guido    
Reni, Andrea Mantegna and  
Hendrick ter Brugghen. Scholars 
[now agree that St. Sebastian  
entered] the Roman army because 
only there could he assist Chris-
tian martyrs without arousing 
suspicion on himself. Eventually 
he was found out, brought before 
Emperor Diocletian and delivered 
to Mauritanian archers to be shot 
to death. Pierced with arrows, he 
was left for dead, but managed to 
survive. He recovered from his 
wounds but still refused to leave. 
One day, St. Sebastian took up a 
position near where the emperor 
was to pass. He confronted the 
emperor, condemning him for his 
cruelty to Christians. This time 
the sentence of death was carried 
out, and St. Sebastian was beaten 
to death with clubs. Today he is 
the patron saint of athletes.

33. And so, We recommend from a paternal and solicitous heart that priests, who 
constitute Our greatest joy and Our crown in the Lord, be mindful of the power 
they have received from the bishop who ordained them—the power of offering  
sacrifice to God and of celebrating Mass for the living and for the dead in the 
name of the Lord. (79) We recommend that they celebrate Mass daily in a    
worthy and devout fashion, so that they themselves and the rest of the faithful 
may enjoy the benefits that flow in such abundance from the Sacrifice of the 
Cross. In doing so, they will also be making a great contribution toward the   
salvation of mankind. 
 

CHRIST SACRAMENTALLY PRESENT  
IN THE SACRIFICE OF THE MASS 

34. The few things that We have touched upon concerning the Sacrifice of the 
Mass encourage Us to say something about the Sacrament of the Eucharist, since 
both Sacrifice and Sacrament pertain to the same mystery and cannot be  sepa-
rated from each other. The Lord is immolated in an unbloody way in the        
Sacrifice of the Mass and He re-presents the sacrifice of the Cross and applies its 
salvific power at the moment when he becomes sacramentally present— through 
the words of consecration—as the spiritual food of the faithful, under the       
appearances of bread and wine.

I. Confirmation in the Economy of Salvation     
 

 

1286 In the Old Testament the prophets announced that the Spirit of the Lord would rest on the hoped-for 

Messiah for his saving mission.90 The descent of the Holy Spirit on Jesus at his baptism by John was the sign 

that this was he who was to come, the Messiah, the Son of God.91 He was conceived of the Holy Spirit; his 

whole life and his whole mission are carried out in total communion with the Holy Spirit whom the Father 

gives him "without measure."92

2ND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
– Meditation –  

 

As a priest, I’m amazed how happily married couples   
remember the tiniest details of their earliest encounters. 
They effortlessly report things like: “he wore a blue shirt,” 
“we ordered brussels sprouts,” “her hair was up in a bun,” 
and “he spilled shrimp cocktail sauce at my family’s open 
front door when it was ten degrees below zero,” (that 
one’s courtesy of my mom). We delight in remembering 
and speaking of when our new life of love began. The  
little details are glorious reminders that it’s all real. It’s 
similar for John the Apostle. He tells us of the two disci-
ples who followed Jesus into his house, “...they stayed 
with him that day. It was about four o’clock in the after-
noon.” Why does that tiny detail matter? Because that’s 
the time of day when they encountered the love of Jesus 
the Messiah in their lives. Our religion is not primarily 
about abstract truths about God, no matter how true or 
sublime. It is about God meeting and saving us in our   
human nature. It’s about a human relationship. What was 
the time of day when you first recall encountering Christ 
and his Church? Who was there? What did you feel? How 
did things look and smell? What happened? Take some 
time to recall it in detail. For me, it was inside an old, 
rickety church on a hillside in Jerome, Arizona. It was 
about 9 p. m. on a Saturday evening. I was with my 
friends Jenny, Brad, and Laura. We were praying, singing, 
and laughing. When was it for you? Remembering the  
details isn’t empty nostalgia. It reminds us now that God’s 
love for us in our humanity is real.

The more mind-
ful we are of all that is around us, the more grateful 
we find ourselves because we take things less for 
granted and the more open we are to the call of  
Jesus Christ. Every day Jesus crosses our path in 
the form of others. They may be in need or they 
may have a gift to offer us. Either way, without 
living in the present and taking in all that God has 
provided for us in the day, we can miss it. I would 
not want to hear afterwards that Jesus saw me and  
I was not paying attention enough to what was 
around me to notice.
